Presentation for Kids Part I
100 Points
Each group will create a presentation about a soft skill.  We cannot use teamwork.  The sample for you to review is on teamwork.  You will create a presentation applying the information you learned on how to present to kids.  You will pick a soft skill, create a presentation, create a virtual game, then present to your classmates as a practice run in class.  Part I will be selecting a grade school teacher and coordinating the delivery of this project virtually to a classroom.
I. Introduction –Your Topic will be on which skill:  

Introduce each person.  Pick a topic and determine how you will introduce your topic in the opening 30 seconds. Create a tag line with an opening/introduction to students about your topic.   Something that catches their attention, gets them focused.  It may include the topic title or it could leave them in suspense that requires you to link back to in your conclusion so they understand what the opening meant.  This will be the opening slide of your presentation.
II. Write a Presentation: Must be minimum 10 minutes in length
Create a 10 – 15 minute PPT about your topic.  It may include a definition of your skill, what are the positives of this skills, what are the negatives if any, why this topic is important in life and business. How to acquire, work on, or focus on attaining this skills or being good at it. Keep in mind as you develop this presentation, the information you learned about how to present to children.  Your presentation background, videos, and graphics used must appeal and be of interest to your audience: children.  The slides must also educate students.
III. Include a Game, activity that Engages the students – 10 min. in length 
After your body slides, create an Activity slide.  This is an Activity/game with a bullet list of how to play it that relates to your topic.  For example, if your topic was teamwork, you would have an activity for the students to demonstrate teamwork where they would work together to finish an activity.  

· Keep in mind your activity must be virtual this year and have social distancing involved. 

· Describe the activity you will be presenting to the kids. 

· How do they play/participate in it?
· What are the steps of the activity?  

· How will the kids participate in the activity?

· What supplies/items are needed to present (25 per class).

· Be sure that the activity is appropriate for grade school level students
IV. Closing of the Activity
Create a Summary slide and summary key points

Explain how the game relates back to the activity 

What did you do/say to bring their activity back to how it represents your topic?
